Charter and private schools, and home 
schooling will force our public schools to increase their quality. We should reduce non-core subject classes to focus much more on 

We must also eliminate the Leftist agenda, including CRT, 
transgenderism, etc., being forced onto kids, as this is not only destructive, but reduces the critical thinking abilities of our kids. Our

extreme environmental pollution and frequently require the equivalent of slavery to obtain the raw materials. Wind power is also 
problematic, as the evidence is that it is killing off much of our bee population, as well as large numbers of birds, and is also polluting 

landfills. No incentives should be provided for these systems.
